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PURPOSE: To obtain accurate and current information from people seeking health care services from HEALTH CENTER  in order to establish them as users and determine their agricultural worker status under the Migrant Health Program. 
RESPONSIBILITY:  Pre-Registration, Registrars, Patient Benefits Specialists and Departmental Supervisors
PROCEDURE:
1. The Registrar will assess the patient’s status as migratory or seasonal agricultural worker utilizing the CHC Screen in Centricity.
2. The Registrar will ask the patient questions to determine whether the person is a migratory, seasonal, aged/ disabled agricultural worker, or the dependent of an agricultural worker.
a) “In the past two years, have you or a member of your household worked in agriculture as your main employment?”
b) “Have you or a family member in the same household stopped migrating to work in agriculture because of a disability or old age?”
c) “In the past two years, have you or a family member in the same household established a temporary home in order to work in agriculture?”
d) “In the past two years, have you or a family member in the same household worked in agriculture on a seasonal basis without the need to move away from your home?”
3. By asking these questions, the Registrar will be seeking, obtaining and confirming the following information: 
a) Has the applicant or a family member been engaged in agricultural work within the past two years?  
b) Has the person that has worked in agriculture established a temporary home for the purpose of working in this line of work? 
c) For the person engaged in agriculture, is agriculture his or her principal employment?
d) Has this person stopped traveling to work in agriculture because of age or disability?
4. Once the status of the agricultural worker is determined, the Registrar will indicate on the CHC Screen whether the applicant is a Migratory, Seasonal or Aged/ Disabled agricultural worker.
5. The Registrar will enter the information into Centricity; if applicable, the Registrar will print the Patient Profile, allow the applicant to verify the information and collect a signature.
6. As part of AIDET, the Registrar will explain to the patient the reason for collecting this information and how it will benefit them.
7. If requested, the Registrar will provide the patient educational material to better understand what constitutes as agricultural work, as well as the definitions of seasonal and migratory worker.
