Basic labor protections under labor
contractors

Health Centers
Consolidation Act
Consolidates MHC, HCH, public
housing and CHCs under Section
330 Authority

ACA Enacted

Includes a major expansion of
health centers, dedicating $9.5
billion to serve 20 million new
patients by 2015 and $1.5 billion
for capital needs for new health
centers.

Field Sanitation
Standard

Public Health Service Act

Health Center Program authorized

under Section 330 of the Public
Health Service Act.

Requires agricultural
employers to provide
potable water, toilets and
handwashing facilities in
the fields

Worker Protection
Standard

sets minimum standards for
protecting farmworkers from
pesticide exposure

ACA fully
ARRA implemented
stimulus legislation provides for
$2 Billion for the CHC Program
(25% for services, 75% for
construction, renovation and HIT).
